MINUTES

Director Pilkington called the meeting to order at 4:02 p.m.  Directors Kitchens, Sturley and Sipe were present (Sipe present via phone).  Director Leonhardt was absent.

Approval of Minutes:  Director Kitchens made a motion to approve the Minutes, Director Sturley seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 4 – Noes – 0.

Public Comments:  None.

Approval of Agenda:  Director Sturley made a motion to approve the Agenda, Director Kitchens seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 4 – Noes – 0.

Board Review of Month’s Expense and Revenue Reports:  The Board formally reviewed the month’s Expense and Revenue reports.

Review of District’s Cost Benefit Analysis on Programs:  General Manager Shipp reviewed with the Board all programs the District offers.

Update and Discuss Bike Park Projects:  General Manager Shipp advised the Board that he had attended a meeting with American Valley CSD regarding water connection fees.  They will be looking into the possibility of creating some new policies that will possibly discount connection fees.  District to pay $4,900 to get the project moving.  Project to begin in May – should be done in June.

General Manager’s Report:
· Matt Meryl will be putting on a family festival around different parts of town including the bike park April 11, 2026.  Designed to ride bikes around town and visit different areas set up for activities.  Several bands will be set up to play in designated areas as well.  District will be set up at Dames Shirley Plaza offering some kid friendly activities.  District will also advertise High Sierra Pool Palooza as well!
· Sending Jacob Walke to Life Guard Instructor training in Truckee the first weekend of May.
· Working on getting MOU with Fairgrounds changed to allow District to keep flooring down year round in Serpilio Hall.
· East Main Street property has been approved.  Public notification has to be sent out and a budget transfer done.

Board Member’s Comments:
Director Sturley requested information on basketball season next year.  Inquiring if 6th graders will be moving to the high school, will PUSD be taking 6th graders in their basketball programs as well.  Unknown at this time.

Director Leonhardt shared with the Board an update on Jim Boland’s health status.  He is on the mend and appreciates all the well wishes from the Board and staff.  He also apologized on how things ended when he left his position with the District.

Director Sipe reported that he had been asked to join the Treasury Oversite Committee the County is putting together.  He advised that he declined.  Director Leonhardt also stated that he had been asked and he also declined.
