MINUTES

Director Pilkington called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Directors Kitchens and Sturley were present.  Directors Sipe and Leonhardt were absent.

Approval of Minutes:  Director Sturley made a motion to approve the Minutes, Director Kitchens seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 3 – Noes – 0.

Public Comments:  None.

Approval of Agenda:  Director Sturley made a motion to approve the Agenda, Director Kitchens seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 3 – Noes – 0.

Board Review of Month’s Expense and Revenue Reports:  The Board formally reviewed the month’s Expense and Revenue reports.

Discuss the American Valley CSD Water Hook Up Fee:  General Manager Shipp attended a meeting with AVCSD.  They indicated they would not be able to give a discount to the District since it would be considered a gift of public funds.  Looking at $9,800 for water hook up fee for the bike park.  District has $30,000 set aside for the project, so water hook up and other concrete work will come out of that.  Hoping for some community work days to help cut down on some of the labor costs.

Update Board on High Sierra Pool Palooza Progress:  Posters have been made and are being distributed throughout the County and advertising has been put out on Facebook and Instagram.  Vendors and bands are set and details are being worked out.  Working on a final permit that is needed from the Health Department.  Get your tickets online now!

Discuss the Addition of a Second Dumpster:  It was brought to the District’s attention that burning the debris piles at Pioneer park was causing too much neighborhood smoke.  Staff inquired with Waste Management about obtaining another dumpster for pine needles and pine cones which would only be dumped when full – not a weekly dump.  Staff needs to put the account in their name so the District’s free account will not be lost.

Closed Session for Personnel and/or Litigation Matters (necessary):  The Board went into closed session at 4:24 p.m.

Director Leonhardt arrived at 4:41 p.m.

The Board went into regular session at 4:44 p.m.  No action was taken.

· Very small turn out for the Wild Bio Project on April 11 due to bad weather.  Possibly try again next year – still trying to figure things out.
